Mission of the Month for April: MN Adult and Teen 

Challenge 

 Adult & Teen Challenge of Minnesota (MnTC) is a faith-

based recovery organization offering residential and outpatient programs 

for teens and adults struggling with substance abuse and life-

controlling issues. 

Overview 

MnTC’s mission is to help men, women, and teens gain freedom from 

chemical addictions and other life-controlling problems by addressing 

physical, emotional, and spiritual needs.  The organization operates 

multiple campuses across Minnesota, including Minneapolis, Brainerd, 

Duluth, Mankato, Alexandria, Rochester, and Buffalo.  Programs are 

designed to serve individuals at various stages of recovery, from first-time 

treatment seekers to those with long-term addiction struggles. 

Faith-Based Approach 

MnTC integrates Christian principles into its programs, including biblical 

studies, work projects, and recreation, fostering a supportive environment 

of love, trust, and respect.  The faith-based model is central to helping 

participants develop new life patterns and overcome addiction.  

Community and Advocacy 

MnTC engages in prevention programs, community forums, and legal 

advocacy, working with schools, law enforcement, and local nonprofits to 

raise awareness about substance abuse and support recovery efforts.  The 

organization serves over 3,400 individuals annually across Minnesota.
